
Briefs PM approves 
phase-II locust 

control plan
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ISLAMABAD: Prime Minister Imran 
Khan on Friday accorded in-principle ap-
proval for Phase-II of the National Action 
Plan for Locust Control. It was also decid-
ed that the affected farmers would also be 
compensated through this package. The 
Prime Minister made this announcement 
during his visit to locust center. Army 
Chief General Qamar Javed Bajwa also ac-
companied the prime minister.
Prime Minister highly appreciated timely 
and coordinated response of federal and 
provincial governments, including Paki-
stan Army, for effectively controlling locust 
attack and use of indigenously developed 
equipment. Prime Minister stated that lo-
cust attack combined with COVID-19 was a 
huge challenge for the Pakistan.
PM said that the Government would under-

take every possible effort for locust control 
since it involved food security of the coun-
try. The Prime Minister emphasized that 
a coordinated national response of federal 
and provincial governments and organisa-
tions is required to cope with the expected 
locust swarm so that crop production is not 
affected The Prime Minister was informed 
that National Action Plan for Locust Control 
Phase-I has been completed.
Earlier, Engineer-in-Chief Pakistan Army / 
National Coordinator NLCC Lt Gen Moaz-
zam Ijaz gave a detailed briefing on locust 
control measures in affected areas of the 
country. The Prime Minister was also 
briefed about the coordinated efforts being 
made for monitoring, survey & control, in-
ter-organizational coordination, resource 
allocation & mobilization and awareness 
campaign for locust control at national, pro-
vincial and districts’ levels.

ISLAMABAD: Special As-
sistant to Prime Minister

MW cheaper Hydel pow-
er with 8,000 jobs.
On July 6, Pakistan and 
China had signed an agree-
ment for construction of 
$1.5 billion Azad Pattan 
Hydel Power project under 
the framework of China-Pa-
kistan Economic Corridor 
(CPEC).
Prime Minister Imran 
Khan witnessed the sign-

ing of the agreement with 
China Gezhouba Group 
Company Limited for Azad 
Pattan Hydropower Pro-
ject at a ceremony in Is-
lamabad.
Prior to that, PM Khan had 
witnessed the agreement 
signing of 1124 MW Ko-
hala hydropower project 
which would be completed 
at a cost of $2.5 billion. 
The signing ceremony of 
a tripartite agreement was 
held in Islamabad.

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GENEVA: The World Health Or-
ganisation, which faced fierce US 
criticism over its handling of the 
coronavirus crisis, launched an in-
dependent panel on Thursday to re-
view its response to the pandemic.
The Independent panel for Pan-
demic Preparedness and Response 
will be headed by former New Zea-
land prime minister Helen Clark 
and former Liberian president El-
len Johnson Sirleaf.
“Through you, the world will under-
stand the truth of what happened 
and also the solutions to build our 
future better as one humanity,” 
World Health Organization chief 

Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus said 
at the UN agency’s headquarters in 
Geneva. At their annual assembly in 
May, WHO member states agreed 
to an independent probe into the 
UN agency’s coronavirus response, 
following repeated US attacks.
President Donald Trump had ac-
cused the WHO of botching its han-

dling of the pandemic and of being a 
“puppet of China”. The resolution, 
tabled by the European Union, 
called for an “impartial, independ-
ent and comprehensive evaluation”.
It said the investigation should 
probe “the actions of WHO and 
their timelines pertaining to the 
Covid-19 pandemic”. Meanwhile 

Poverty and hunger resulting 
from the novel coronavirus crisis 
can lead to more deaths than the 
disease, that has killed more than 
549,000 people worldwide itself, 
Oxfam warned.
Oxfam, an international confed-
eration of 20 non-governmental 
organisations that work to elimi-
nate poverty and hunger, said in 
a press release dated July 9, that 
Covid-19 related hunger can kill 
12,000 people per day by year 
end. According to an Oxfam re-
port, The Hunger Virus, Covid-19 
is “deepening the hunger crisis 
in the world’s hunger hotspots”. 
Additionally, the health crisis is 
giving birth to new “epicentres of 
hunger” across the world.

A temporary ban was im-
posed on the battle royale 
game on July 1.

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LONDON: Iranian officials 
have denied reports of an 
explosion west of the capital 
Tehran on Thursday, the lat-
est in a series of mysterious 
blasts to hit the country in 
recent weeks.
Social media users reported 
hearing explosions in the 
nearby cities of Garmdareh 
and Qods, state media said.
It is not clear where the re-
ported incident took place.
Key sites including nuclear 
facilities and oil refineries 
have been damaged in re-
cent incidents.
In July Iran’s Atomic Ener-
gy Organisation confirmed 
a fire took place at a nu-
clear plant in Natanz. The 
incident is reported to have 
set back Iran’s nuclear pro-
gramme. Rumours of the 
latest incident began circu-
lating online at around mid-
night on Thursday, accord-
ing to reports by state-run 
IRIB news agency.
Locals reported hearing 
three or four mortar-like 
sounds similar to anti-air-
craft weapons, reported 
government-run Press TV.
A small number of social 
media accounts claiming 
to be from Garmdareh re-
ported hearing sounds, ac-
cording to analysis by BBC 
News, but images of fire and 
damaged buildings circulat-
ing onlin

IMF predicts 
recover in 
Pakistan

ISLAMABAD: Internation-
al Monetary Fund (IMF) 
has predicted recovery in 
Pakistan’s economy during 
financial year 2021.
In a report titled “Policy Ac-
tions Taken by Countries,” 
IMF said a gradual recovery 
is expected in Pakistan’s 
economy in Fiscal Year 2021 
as the economy reopens.
The report highlighted the 
measures taken by the pres-
ent government to contain 
spread of COVID-19.
It says since mid-April, the 
federal government, in co-
ordination with provinces, 
gradually eased lockdown al-
lowing low-risk industries to 
restart operation and small 
retail shops to reopen with 
newly developed Standard 
Operating Procedures.
In addition, restrictions on 
domestic and international 
movements have been lifted 
with resumption of domes-
tic flights, train services, 
and international flights.

Economic Affairs Division 
Secretary Noor Ahmed 
thanked the Chinese gov-
ernment for providing the 
equipment, adding that the 
equipment is critical for the 
upgradation of vocational 
schools and the improve-
ment of vocational training 
capabilities of Pakistan.
The project will promote 
vocational training and en-
hance Pakistan’s productivi-
ty, Noor Ahmed mentioned, 
adding that China is a true 

friend of Pakistan that al-
ways extends a helping 
hand to Pakistan whenever 
Pakistan is in need, no mat-
ter it is the COVID-19 pan-
demic or the locust attack.
Chinese Ambassador Yao 
Jing noted that the equip-
ment donation project is a 
part of the initial coopera-
tion under the framework of 
the China-Pakistan Econom-
ic Corridor (CPEC), and 
CPEC phase II will focus 
more on vocational training, 
agriculture, poverty allevia-
tion and health sectors.
China will continue to sup-
port Pakistan in the fight 
against COVID-19 and con-
tribute to the implementa-
tion of the people-oriented 
cooperative projects be-
tween the two countries 
with CPEC as a major plat-
form, Yao added.

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Hagia Sophia: Iconic Istanbul 
museum returns to mosque

INSTABUL: A Turkish 
court has annulled the mu-
seum status of Hagia Sophia 
in Istanbul, a world-famous 
cultural site, enabling it to 
be converted into a mosque. 
1,500-year-old Hagia Sophia 
was founded as a cathedral. 
Later the Ottomans made 
it a mosque. In 1934 it be-
came a museum.
It is a Unesco World Her-
itage site. Unesco earlier 
urged Turkey not to change 
its status without discus-
sion. Turkey’s President 
Recep Tayyip Erdogan 

called for the change.
Islamists in Turkey have long 
called for it to be converted 
to a mosque, but secular 
opposition members have 
opposed the move. The 
proposal has prompted crit-

icism, from religious and 
political leaders worldwide. 
The head of the Eastern 
Orthodox Church has con-
demned the proposal, as has 
Greece - home to many mil-
lions of Orthodox followers.

US record 65,000 new virus cases
WASHINGTON: US has posted 65,551 new coronavirus cases, a 
record for a 24-hour period, according to a tally by Johns Hopkins 
University. The country, the hardest-hit in the world by the pan-
demic, has a total caseload of more than 3.1 million, with 133,195 
deaths. It has seen a spike in infections in recent weeks, particu-
larly in the south and west, and health experts worry the death 
rate may soon follow the same trajectory. – DNA

These organi-
zations also trained nearly 
1,000 physicians on the 
use of a smartphone app 
to expedite COVID-19 
case reporting.
“The establishment of 
these COVID-19 monitor-
ing and rapid response 
units reaffirms a mutual 
priority for both Pakistan 

and the United States to 
find and treat everyone 
who has COVID-19.
While this pandemic is un-
precedented, our partner-
ship with Pakistan is built 
on a strong foundation 
and a shared vision of de-
velopment,” said USAID

$200 mln for 
Education 

Action Plan
ISLAMABAD: The federal 
government will contrib-
ute around $200 million as 
a counterpart to National 
Education Action Plan Pro-
gramme for COVID-19. This 
was disclosed by Deputy 
Chairman Planning Commis-
sion Mohammad Jehanzeb 
here on Friday while chair-
ing a meeting to discuss the 
plan. Federal and Provincial 
secretaries’ education par-
ticipated and senior officials 
from Planning Ministry 
participated in the meeting 
through video conference.
Mohammad Jehanzeb said 
that Federal Government 
has taken the lead on the 
concept of blended educa-
tion and therefore consulted 
all provincial government 
education departments, 
Planning and Development 
divisions for their feedback 
on the initiative.   The con-
tributing provinces will get 
the funding as a grant and 
will not be liable for the loan 
repayment. He advised the 
provincial planning depart-
ments, provincial literacy 
and education departments, 
and finance to coordinate 
for laying out a comprehen-
sive provincial response. 
Deputy Chairman Planning 
Commission further empha-
sized that due consideration 
has to be given to the excep-
tional circumstances and 
unprecedented crisis owing 
to COVID-19 situation. 
The donor support for Educa-
tion Emergency at the nation-
al level has been harnessed. 
All provincial governments 
endorsed the emergency ed-
ucation plan. The DCPC di-
rected Ministry of Education 
to have consultative sessions 
with provincial governments 
and incorporate their feed-
back. – APP

‘Avoid 
gathering 
on Eid’ a 

state policy: 
Chairman CII
ISLAMABAD, Jul 10 (AP-
P):Chairman, Council of 
Islamic Ideology Dr. Qibla 
Ayaz on Friday said that 
the announcement of Prime 
Minster to avoid gatherings 
on Eid-ul-Azha should be de-
clared as a state policy. 
He said that the local adminis-
trations should be instructed 
to take action against the ele-
ments involved in violation of 
SOPs and guidelines, Radio 
Pakistan reported. He said 
that on the event of Eid-ul-
Fitr, the people violated the 
guidelines of the government 
that resulted in a peak in 
number of COVID-19 cases.
On the occasion of Eid-ul-
Azha, the government has 
again issued the guidelines 
that must be complied with, 
while the local administra-
tion must take action to 
stop the public gatherings, 
he added. Chairman sug-
gested that the cattle mar-
ket must be shifted away 
from populated areas. He 
also appealed to the Ulema 
that they have to play their 
role to ensure limited gath-
erings at mosques. – APP

Seven Punjab cities undergo 
15-day smart lockdown

LAHORE: Seven cities of Punjab 
will undergo a 15-day smart lock-
down that commenced from (Fri-
day) and would last till July 24. 
The Primary and Second-
ary Healthcare Department 
(P&SHD) Thursday issued a 

notification under the Punjab 
Infectious Diseases Ordinance 
2020 about enforcement of 
lockdown in Lahore, Multan, 
Faisalabad, Gujranwala, Sialkot, 
Gujrat and Rawalpindi, till July 
24, 2020 midnight.
In Lahore, the lockdown will be 
enforced in A2 Block Township, 
EME Society, Main Bazaar Chun-

gi Amr Sadhu, Punjab Govern-
ment Servants Housing Scheme, 
Wapda Town, C-Block Jauhar 
Town and Green City.
“All markets, shopping malls, res-
taurants, offices (public and pri-
vate) shall remain closed in these 
areas,” read the notification from 
the P&SHD about Lahore. 
“There shall be a complete ban 

on movement of people to and 
from these areas by public and 
private transport except for lim-
ited movement of one person per 
vehicle to and from the exempted 
facilities.”
The notification added that there 
shall also be a complete ban on 
gatherings of all kinds for social, 
religious, or any other purpose 

at any place, public or private 
throughout these areas.
The basic necessities of life will 
remain available in smart lock-
down areas. “The purpose of the 
smart lockdown is to minimise 
movement of people in hotspots 
of positive coronavirus cases,” 
said Capt (retd) Muhammad Us-
man, Secretary P&SHD.

The NCOC 
panel was told if the people 
follow the SOPs on Eidul 
Azha like Eidul Fatr in letter 
and spirit further COVID-19 
spread could be contained.
It was further told that World 
Health Organization (WHO) 
has also acknowledged Pa-
kistan’s efforts to contain 
COVID-19 and termed Paki-
stani data more accurate as 
compared to other countries.  
The representative of Drug 
Regulatory Authority of Pa-
kistan (DRAP) apprised the 
NCOC panel that there was 
no shortage of COVID-19 
treatment medicines and 
sufficient stock was available 
in the country. The meeting 
was attended by Minister for 
Planning and Development 
Asad Umar, focal person for 
COVID-19 Dr Faisal Sultan 
and other senior officials.

PM Imran should resolve 
media’s issues through 
consultations: Shujaat

LAHORE: PML-Q chief Chaudhry Shujaat Hussain 
advised Prime Minister Imran Khan to solve all 
problems relating to media with consultations. “One 
should forget everything else and try to solve the 
country’s problems,” he said. 
Shujaat added that information minister Shibli Faraz 
can play a leading role when it comes to addressing the 
problems faced by the Pakistani media. The PML-Q 
chief spoke about last year’s JUI-F Azadi Dharna, reveal-
ing that when Maulana Fazl-ur-Rahman came to Islama-
bad with his caravan of supporters, some people were in 
favour of cracking down on them hard. 
“No one was willing to go to Imran Khan and talk to him 
[about the dharna issue],” he said, adding that people 
were asking each other to speak to the premier but not 
willing to do it themselves.  He said that former Pun-
jab chief minister Pervaiz Elahi was not even a member 
of the government’s negotiating committee yet he was 
asked to speak to the prime minister. – DNA

KARACHI: Anjum Nisar, President Federa-
tion of Pakistan Chambers of Commerce & 
Industry (FPCCI), has expressed deep con-
cern over the inclusion of chemicals & dyes 
raw materials in Part 2 to Part 3 which is for 
finished goods in the federal budget 2020-
21and assured the commercial importers to 
raise their voice in front of decision makers.
FPCCI president demanded chairman FBR 
Javed Ghani to include the raw materials of 
chemicals & dyes in part2 instead of part3 
and restore 2pc income tax on commercial 
importers and withdraw the decision to in-
crease the income tax rate to 5.5pc, so that 
the industries can get cheap raw material. 
Otherwise, the production cost of indus-
tries will increase significantly. 

He was talking during a meeting with Amin 
Yousuf Balgamwala, chairman, Pakistan 
Chemicals & Dyes Merchants 
Association (PCDMA) and 
former director, Karachi 
Stock Exchange at Federa-
tion House. Anjum Nisar had 
a detailed discussion with the 
chairman PCDMA on the 
budget anomalies and talked 
on phone call with the FBR 
officials.  He was informed 
about budget anomalies 
and requested to arrange 
an online meeting with 
Chairman or member 
FBR. In order to find 
a solution to the 
problems facing 
commercial im-

porters, it is expected that an online meeting 
with the Chairman or member FBR may 

be convened. FPCCI president 
also assured to solve the 
issue of valuation ruling of 
imported goods, which has 

not been revised for many 
years and stressed the cus-
toms officials to revise the 

valuation ruling in 90 days 
according to the prices 
available in the inter-
national markets as per 

the law, so that to protect 
commercial importers 
from losses.

Amin Yousuf Balgam-
wala, chairman 
PCDMA pointed 
out that in the 

budget 2020-21, raw materials of chemicals 
& dyes have been included in part2 to part3 
i.e. finished goods and the income tax has 
risen from 2pc to 5.5pc, which is nothing 
but losses.  This move will make industrial 
raw materials more expensive, which will 
increase production costs and exporters will 
lose the ability to compete in global markets.
“The valuation ruling of imported goods and 
said that the customs department is commit-
ted to revise the valuation ruling in 3 months 
but the valuation ruling has not been revised 
for many years”, he drew attention. Chairman

Student 
accidentally 
kills himself

ABBOTTABAD: A 10th 
grade student accidental-
ly shot and killed himself 
while shooting a video for 
TikTok, a highly popular 
Chinese social media app, 
police said on Friday. They 
said the incident took place 
in Bagan neighbourhood of 
Abbottabad where Abdul 
Samad was filming video 
with a pistol. He acciden-
tally squeezed the trigger, 
fatally injuring himself.
The body was shifted to a 
nearby hospital for med-
ico-legal formalities.

15-second videos, has result-
ed in a number of such inci-
dents in the country. Lately, 
an 18-year-old boy in Narowal 
lost his life while making a 
video for the app.
The teenager drowned in a 
Narowal canal while filming 
video. The deceased, identi-
fied as Husnain, went to the 
canal along with three of his 
friends to record video. He 
slipped and fell into the ca-
nal. On June 21, a teenage 
boy had shot himself dead 
while making a video for 
TikTok in Karachi.

ISLAMABAD: Special As-
sistant to the Prime Min-
ister (SAPM) on Overseas 
Pakistanis and Human 
Resource Development 
(OP&HRD) Sayed Zulfikar 
Abbas Bukhari on Friday 
said the government would 
soon launch ‘EOBI Sahu-
lat Card’ to provide up to 
10 percent subsidy to its 8 
million beneficiaries on pur-
chase of staple food from 
the utility stores.

The agreement to this 
effect was signed by the 
heads of Employees’ Old-
Age Benefits Institution 
(EOBI) and Utility Stores 
Corporation (USC) here to 
materialize the initiative of 
the OP&HRD ministry.
“The partnership between 
EOBI and USC is a land-
mark initiative for giving 
an impetus to the govern-
ment departments’ efforts 
in materializing the vision 
of Prime Minister Imran 
Khan to transform the 
country into a Madina-like 

welfare state,” he told the 
media here. 
Zulfikar Bukhari said un-
der the project, the card 
holding EOBI pensioners 
and insured person would 
get a subsidy of about Rs 
1,000 per month on five 
essential food items such 
as wheat flour, oil, rice, 
grains and pulse.
He said within just 20 
months of its term, the gov-
ernment had increased the 
annuity of EOBI pension-
ers from Rs 5,250 to 8,500 
which would be further 

upped to Rs 15,000 till end 
of its tenure. 
The SAPM said the collab-
oration between the two 
organizations was meant 
to serve low-income peo-
ple by giving them ration 
at the low rates. 
The card holders might 
even get more than 10 per 
cent discount on some edi-
bles out of the selected food 
staples. 
Zulfikar Bukhari urged the 
EOBI registered person 
to avail the card after its 
launch as the USC intended 

to add more facilities under 
this initiative. 
He said an extensive 
awareness campaign would 
be launched on electronic, 
print and social media to 
aware the EOBI pension-
ers and insured persons 
on it to make them get 
maximum benefit from the 
opportunity. 
EOBI Chairman Azhar 
Hameed said the ‘EOBI 
Sahulat Card’ would be 
launched by early next 
month (August). “In a first, 
there will be a soft launch 

of initiative and hundreds 
of people would be provid-
ed the card.” 
Later, the EOBI would start 
issuing cards to all of its 
beneficiaries, verified by 
the National Database and 
Registration Authority (NA-
DRA). The USC Chairman 
Zulqarnain Ali Khan said 
the initiative was taken on 
the instruction of Prime 
Minister Imran Khan who 
had been strong proponent 
of uplifting the living stand-
ard of downtrodden seg-
ment of the society.

Neighbourhood is widely recog-
nised as a fundamental building 
block of a city, and a good starting 
point to create a truly sustainable 
community. A green neighbour-
hood assessment system is a tool 
that evaluates sustainability per-
formance of a given neighbour-
hood against a set of criteria. This 
paper evaluates 20 major inter-

national green neighbourhood as-
sessment systems in according to 
their sustainability coverage and 
features. The results of this study 
show that community, resources 
and ecology are the three major 
sustainability aspects that applied 
in 18, 17 and 16 out of 20 assess-
ment systems respectively. How-
ever, after assessing the sustaina-
bility aspects by their weightings 
in the assessment systems, the dif-
ferences among them are reduced 
and their rate of importance in all 
the assessment systems became 
closer. Ecology, energy, transpor-
tation, resources and economy re-
ceive the highest weightings after 
affecting by their weightings and 
incredibly community dropped to 
the very low importance of weight-
ings. Regarding regional distribu-

tion of the systems around the 
world, initiative of green neigh-
bourhood assessment system was 
first started in United Kingdom 
and European Union in 2000 and 
2004 respectively and this trend 
reached to United States in 2005. 
Meanwhile, LEED (ND) with 
184 certificates/projects is the 
main well-known systems in the 
world followed by Envirodevel-
opment in Australia and SPeAR 
in the United Kingdom with 100 
certificates/projects each. It is 
also found that the highest certi-
fication fee (minimum) is LEED 
(ND) with US$30,000 followed 
by Green Star (Communities) and 
CASSBEE and the highest evalua-
tion fee (maximum) goes back to 
DGNB followed by LEED (ND) 
and Green Star (Communities).

Three years back the admin-
istration of the Asphalt plant 
have dumped tons of waste 
material which was highly 
contaminated in the water 
reservoir resulting in a large 
number of fishes found dead 
and the same water was in 
the use of the people, he 
adding said.

60pc Covid-19 
beds in 

Pindi vacant: 
commissioner

RAWALPINDI : The num-
ber of new cases reported 
daily has been falling in 
the city, and 60pc of the 
beds allocated for Cov-
id-19 patients in govern-
ment hospitals are empty. 
But doctors at Rawalpindi 
hospitals have said that 
testing has slowed down 
in Rawalpindi, as the pro-
vincial government has not 
increased the daily testing 
capacity from 110 to 600.

He said that 
the target to test 6,692 
people last month was not 
met, with 5,952 tests car-
ried out so far.

RDA approves alignment 
of Ring Road project

RAWALPINDI: The 48th meeting of Rawalpindi Develop-
ment Authority (RDA) Governing Body held here on Friday 
in the conference room of RDA approved alignment of 65.8 
km Rawalpindi Ring Road project which will start from Ra-
dio Pakistan, Rawat N-5 and terminate at Sangjani N-5. 
The Governing Body meeting, chaired by Chairman RDA 
Tariq Mehmood Murtaza also approved construction of spe-
cial zones including Industrial, Educational, Recreational, 
Medical Health, Residential and Aerotropolis etc along with 
the Ring Road to decongest the city and set a new direction 
for growth of the city which is a key component of the ring 
road project. The Director General (DG) RDA presented 
the annual budget for fiscal year 2020-21 worth Rs 3520.836 
million of RDA which was approved by the Governing Body. 
Out of the total Budget, an amount of Rs 2395.22 million 
has been allocated for various development projects. 
The meeting was informed that the authority adopted the 
policy of strict financial discipline and austerity measures dur-
ing last financial year. The Governing Body also approved Rs 
2059.929 million deficit budget of Water and Sanitation Au-
thority (WASA) Rawalpindi for the fiscal year 2020–21 which 
was presented by Managing Director (MD) WASA. This year, 
WASA is expecting to generate revenue amounting to Rs 
1589.079 million while total expenditures of the authority will 
be of Rs 3649.008 million. Major portion of the expenditures 
allocated will be spent for improvement of water supply net-
work, electricity bills, improvement of sewerage lines etc. The 
meeting also approved various other agenda items. – APP
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Uncertain future Visa nightmare
E VEN after 20 years of US troop presence in Afghanistan 

and a far longer period of conflict and uncertainty, Af-
ghanistan’s future is still not secure. President Donald 

Trump has been indicating for weeks that he is eager to pull all 
American troops out of the country before November this year 
when the presidential campaign gets fully underway. 
Trump obviously sees a complete withdrawal as a possible winning 
slogan for a campaign which is in some trouble. But a violation 
of the agreement reached with the Taliban in Doha in February 
this year of a phased withdrawal spread out over 14 months would 
leave Afghanistan in an extremely precarious situation. 
The intelligence reports of Russian attacks on the US military 
simply add to the complications in a country that has almost for-
gotten what peace and normalcy look like. There are now just over 
8000 US troops in Afghanistan, and Pentagon officials who have 
urged President Trump not to speed up the withdrawal continue 
talks with the White House. There is a very real possibility that 
Trump may disregard advice and order an immediate pullout.
The problem is that in this scenario the people of Afghanistan 
would be left ignored. The elected Afghan government led by 
President Ashraf Ghani has limited control over the country. The 
Taliban hold large swathes of territory across the country but are 
themselves under pressure from the IS which is said to be mov-
ing rapidly into the war-torn country. Afghan warlords continue to 
play their own games to maximize control.
The reality is that policies pursued by the US and its allies put 
Afghanistan in the miserable situation it faces today. It is there-
fore the duty of Washington and other Western powers to ensure 
that they leave Afghanistan in a stable situation. Power must be 
transferred fully to the people of Afghanistan and not to any other 
agents supported by external forces or those that work against the 
interests of the Afghans. The people of the country have suffered 
endlessly. Afghanistan cannot be left in this situation indefinitely. 
The US must work to find a way to offer a lasting peace to 
its people and also hand back control over Afghanistan that it 
snatched away many decades ago. It is this factor that must top 
priorities and President Trump has to be made aware of the 
US’s responsibilities in this respect.

T HE US government has announced that international students 
taking classes fully online for the fall semester would have to 
transfer to an institution with in-person classes or leave the 

country. This policy change will affect hundreds of thousands of in-
ternational students in the US immediately as the Covid-19 pandemic 
has forced many educational institutions to suspend in-person classes 
for the rest of the year. 
If fully enforced, this policy will result in the deportation of unsuspect-
ing students who had come to the US to pursue their educational goals, 
and now are being punished for something that is beyond their control. 
A majority of such students are in the US on F-1 or M-1 visas enabling 
them to enroll and study anywhere in America. If they are forced to go 
back to their countries across the continents, for them remote learning 
could mean attending classes in the middle of the night.
In many cases they will have to deal with patching internet access or 
no connection at all. This policy may also result in the loss of funding 
for students to continue their education in the United States. Some 
students are also working as research or teaching assistants and they 
will now be unable to participate in such activities and the upshot will 
be a cancelation of such assistantships for them. Any such policy that 
results in more difficulties for students anywhere in the world must 
be resisted. If students end up leaving their education programmes 
for whatever reasons, humanity loses a potential citizen who could be 
an artist, a community worker, a doctor, an engineer, or any other re-
sponsible professional. The Trump administration must take this an-
nouncement back before this policy starts taking its toll in terms of lost 
careers and even lives.
As many developing countries, and even the developed ones, are be-
set by a deep economic crisis – and in some cases also political strife 
– people are already living off their savings. A majority of students 
are likely to come home to a struggling family that will hardly be able 
to withstand the pressure of their wards discontinuing their education 
just because of this senseless policy of the Trump administration. Even 
in America, most foreign students don’t find a level playing field due to 
their different backgrounds. This policy will have serious implications 
for their personal and professional future. Young people are already at 
a loss to navigate through this unexpected crisis not seen in over a cen-
tury. They need support rather than bullying in this manner. This is a 
time when governments the world over should try to give more options 
to students, and here we have a Trump administration that is bent upon 
reducing the wriggle room for those who are already in a tight bind.

T HE world is on pins and needles, waiting for 
the magical drug to step into a post-Covid 
era leaving an awful chapter written in pain, 

sorrow and fear behind. A coveted slot next to Louis 
Pasteur, Edward Wright and Green Morton is vacant 
for another Messiah who would rescue millions from 
horrible lockdowns and thousands more from being 
ended up on ventilators. In the absence of an effective 
vaccine, however, nations have been relying on lock-
downs and confinements to counter the surge of virus. 
It has helped but at a very high cost. Two months long 
lockdowns have wreaked havoc on economies; crum-
bling markets and surging unemployment besides a 
number of other factors have caused an unprecedent-
ed global recession. On the other hand, lockdowns 
have taken a serious toll on mental well-being of the 
people. Reportedly, psychological illnesses leading to 
suicides, domestic violence and separations among 
the people locked-in have multiplied. 
Surprisingly, on the same planet, a community of8 
million people has been braving an inhuman lock-
down since 5thAugust, 2019 when RSS inspired BJP 
Government in Delhi annexed Jammu and Kashmir.
A comprehensive enslavement plan encapsulating 
sweeping administrative changes aiming at altering 
the demographic structure of the IOK and stripping 
its people of their rights was devised and enforced 
brutally. The constitutional rampage began with 
abrogation of Article 370, which accorded a special 
status to Jammu and Kashmir and continued with 
revocation of Article 35 (A);division of Jammu and 
Kashmir into two union territories; and most re-
cently revision of Hereditary State Subject laws and 
implementation of Domicile Certificate Rules 2020. 
Since the start of the illegal annexation of Jammu 
and Kashmir in August 2019, the beleaguered peo-
ple of Kashmir have been undergoing most brutal 
suppression by 900,000 Indian occupation forces. 
Communication black-out, night raids, physical tor-
ture, sexual assault, forced disappearances and in-
discriminate use of pellet guns against the unarmed 
people raising voice for their legitimate right to self 
determination and liberation from perpetual tyranny 
of Indian fascism are a few cruel tactics employed 
by the ultra-national BJP Government to eliminate 
Kashmiris from international screen. 
Emboldened by the initial deafening response of the 
international community, the siege of Kashmir wasn’t 
enough for Prime Minister Modi. Instead, it played 
favourably for providing him an opportunity to give 

free rein to his deep-seated hatred towards Muslims. 
Just four months after the colonization of Kashmir, 
another plot was hatched to reduce Muslims to sec-
ond-grade citizens within their homeland. Longstand-
ing fear of the Indian Muslims to become stateless 
within a state came true when the Citizenship Amend-
ment Act, contrary to the 14th Article of Indian Con-
stitution, was introduced in December 2019 depriving 
only Muslims among all minorities from citizenship.
This time, however, the Government remained un-
lucky to escape world’s eye. International commu-
nity along with several Human Rights Organisations 
lambasted Indian Government’s discriminatory 
policies. Amnesty International termed CAA as a 
“bigoted law that legitimises discrimination on the 
basis of religion”. Human Rights Watch published 
an 82-page report “Discrimination Against Muslims 
under India’s New Citizenship Policy”, detailing how 
violence against Muslims was callously allowed to 
happen by the local administration.
India’s spiralling discrimination against Muslims has 
received even harsher criticism in the ‘International 
Religious Freedom Report’ for 2019 released by the 
US State Department. The report says “Mob attacks 
by violent Hindu groups against minority communi-
ties, including Muslims, continued throughout the 
year” in India and “Issues of religiously inspired mob 
violence, lynching and communal violence were some-
times denied or ignored by lawmakers”. Regrettably, 
all this fell on deaf ears. Standing nonchalance, the 
Government’s agenda to completely disenfranchise 
Muslims in India by subjecting them to unprecedent-
ed religious persecution is continuing unabated. La-
belled as “Traitors” and “Cow Eaters” Muslims have 
become aliens in their own country while the Indian 
media continues to regale India as a secular state.
The quick succession of anti-Muslim events in Indian 
occupied Kashmir and India especially, during Modi’s  
2nd term as Prime Minister and the frenzy behind 
these activities is a matter of grave concern. Putting 
things into their right perspective, demolition of Babri  
Masjid in 1990, Gujrat progrom in 2002 when Modi 
was Chief Minister of Gujrat, annexation of Kashmir 
and the current escalated brutal persecution of Mus-
lims in India reflect systemic cleansing of Muslims to 
achieve a long cherished objective of RSS to establish a 
‘Brahminical State’ purported by Sadhvi Sarasvati that 
India would be ‘Hindu Rashtra’ by 2023. The flurry 
and scheme of events show that with the annexation 
of Kashmir, the march towards that end has entered 

the final and decisive phase. Muslims have been once 
again, after 72 years, left with two choices: either to 
live under a perpetual Hindu domination and sustain 
aheavy curtain of painful saffron torture or leave the 
country.A large group of European Parliamentarians 
has already voiceda similar concern through a reso-
lution tabled in the EU Parliament which reads that 
“CAA has the potential to create the largest stateless-
ness crisis in the world” which would have catastrophic 
consequences for the entire region.
Equally worrisome is India’s heightened pursuit of 
regional dominance by destabilising and bleeding 
neighbouring states. Pakistan has long been a victim 
of Indian clandestine operations being carried out by 
RAW agents like Kulbhushan Jadhav who was arrest-
ed in 2016 in Pakistan being involved in subversive 
activities.  The big question is, are we ready for anoth-
er major crisis amid the Covid-19 pandemic? Instead, 
a consensus is emerging among leading European 
countries for a course correction and to sculpta coor-
dinated strategy to save humanity from future crisis. 
Through an excruciating experience of Coronavirus 
pandemic, nations have learnt that any progress de-
void of human element is no progress. Interestingly, 
vaccine for the world’s oldest dispute was invented a 
year after the emergence of the dispute in 1947. The 
UNSC passed a Resolution ensuring a fundamental 
right of self determination to the people of Kashmir 
by organising a plebiscite under UN auspices. The 
people of Kashmir are longing for the same vaccine 
which has been buried under the heavy piles of nar-
row political and economic exigencies.
Braving the long night of unprecedented oppression 
and torture, Kashmiris are still hopeful for a bright 
future which would bring an end to their seven dec-
ades old legitimate freedom struggle. It is about time 
that world’s major nations reorganise their national 
agendas as stated by French President Macron while 
speaking about climate change “It’s clear that econ-
omy is no longer the priority.. when it’s a matter of 
humanity, women and men but also the ecosystems 
in which they live.” Let us put humanity on the top 
of our agendas before the lessons of the coronavirus 
pandemic be forgotten.

T HERE are destinations that make one 
dream, that evoke adventure, discovery, 
exoticism. For me, Pakistan was in this 

category I was particularly attracted to the 
country because of its grandeur- it has some of 
the highest peaks in the world – and also for its 
culture. I was sure that I would have an authen-
tic experience, far from beaten tourist track.
Therefore, when Brice Lequertier, of Elite Ski 
Travel, invited me to accompany him to Paki-
stan to film a big heli-skiing operation, I did not 
hesitate for a second to embark on this exciting 
project. The initiative came from the company 
Afiniti, whose founder, originally from Pakistan, 
wanted to invite his collaborators around the 
world with the idea that we would all gain from 
knowing each other better, especially if the 
meeting were to be held in such a powerful ven-
ue, surrounded by the high mountains.
I believe adventures are richer if they are 
shared, and we were a team of around sixty 
guests- fifteen guides from Canada, the United 
States, France, Chile, Italy and the Canaries, 
assisted by an equal number of Shimshalis, the 
formidable mountaineers who accompany expe-
ditions on the highest peaks, like the Sherpas 
in Nepal.
There were also many crew members present 
for logistics and filming. There were three cam-
eramen and a photographer, specialised in film-
ing in the mountains: Grego Campi, an Argen-
tinian, Jonathan Viey, a Franco-Swiss, Philippe 
Rebreyend, a French photographer, and myself. 
Nisar Malik, whose work can be admired in 
BBC’s documentary series Planet Earth, was 
there also with five Pakistani cameramen with 
whom we worked closely. On some days, one of 
the helicopters was requisitioned for the Cine-
flex shots, operated by a British team. 
We formed an international team, sharing the 
same passion!

For a film shoot of this type, efficiency and 
mobility are key. Cameras have therefore to be 
reactive, quick to set up, requiring few acces-
sories.
Ideally, one should have a camera with one con-
stantly. To be able to keep your camera on you 
all day long when you are in the mountains, it 
must be as compact and light as possible.
Pakistan has five peaks over eight thousand me-
ters, including the famous Nanga Parbat, nick-
named the ‘Killer Mountain’ for reasons that 
are easily understood. 
It is located in the Himalayas, in the same re-
gion where we were filming. The region is home 
to a number of very high peaks, so much so that 
the locals only call those that exceed six thou-
sand metres ‘mountains’,  and the other, lower 
peaks ‘hills’.
Since helicopters struggle and human beings 
suffer at high altitude, we remained lower down, 
at around four thousand metres. However, tem-
peratures in February in these areas are below 
freezing and therefore lower than the operating 
temperatures indicated by camera manufactur-
ers. With this type of shoot, we learned to pick 
out those that resist better in a cold environ-
ment. The same goes for batteries, whose relia-
bility is paramount.
For the night scenes at the camp, the cameras 
and drones created exceptional images.
Pakistanis are among the warmest and most 
welcoming people I have ever met and they love 
to have photographs taken of themselves. It is 
therefore not problem to travel around villages 
with a camera, but if it is a small model, that 
makes the relationship even easier. 
I have spoken about the technical aspects of 
this shoot, but it was the human aspect of this 
experience that was the most rewarding.   Our 
group brought together people from all over 
the world. We may have been from different cul-

tures, but we quickly realised that our way of 
thinking was similar. 
I love teamwork, which is a learning experience 
and creates real energy, and I had a lot of fun 
working closely with Grego, Jon and Philippe 
and also with Nisar’s team.
While we all do the same job, it was interest-
ing to see the difference in the way we work. 
We Westerners tended to keep an eye on the 
budget, whereas the Pakistanis filmed continu-
ously all day long, accumulating hours of rush-
es. This saved me more than once because I 
would have missed footage if they hadn’t been 
there, with their cameras rolling. 
On the other hand, our images of skiing on 
the mountain slopes were essential for their 
film project, which deals with the development 
of this activity in Pakistan. At the base camp, 
we teamed up to film interviews using several 
cameras and then translated them from Urdu or 
French into English. It was really a good collab-
oration, which I think and hope was the first in 
a long series.
While people who only know this country 
through what the Western media show had 
warned me before this trip, the impression I 
got on the spot was extremely positive. Paki-
stan has a tradition of hospitality which is still 
very vibrant today. Wherever we went, people, 
mostly men, but sometimes also women, came 
to meet us to welcome us, shake hands, offer 
milk tea, take selfies together and exchange a 
few words in English. 
Here’s an example: the area where we were ski-
ing was very isolated, half an hour by helicopter 
from the village of Shogran. Intrigued by our ar-
rival, a group of men waded through waist-high 
snow from their remote village to greet us and 
say “Welcome to Pakistan”. I doubt if a group of 
Pakistanis coming to ski in a lost valley of the 
Alps would get such a warm welcome.

COVID-19 Pandemic chill 
upends solar power industry

LOS ANGELES: The 
booming rooftop solar pan-
el industry nosedived over-
night when the coronavi-
rus forced homeowners to 
rein in spending and keep 
their distance from would-
be installers.
Now, in their struggle to 
survive, companies on both 
sides of the Atlantic are turn-
ing to online marketing rath-
er than knocking on doors, 
using drones to inspect 
roofs, arranging digital per-
mits and coming up with at-
tractive new financing plans, 
according to interviews with 
12 executives.
At stake is the future of a 
key driver of the global tran-
sition from fossil fuels to re-
newable energy: solar pow-
er was the second-fastest 
growing renewable source 

after wind in 2019, accord-
ing to the International En-
ergy Agency.
And rooftop installations, 
which generate electricity 
used by homes or business-
es rather than feeding into 
the grid, made up more than 
40 percent of the market be-
fore COVID-19 struck.
Energy research firm Wood 
Mackenzie has slashed its 
rooftop solar installation 
forecasts for Europe and 
the US by a whopping 30 
percent this year, while lift-
ing its forecast by 3 percent 
in Asia, where China pro-
vides strong government 
support.
Joana Palau, 42, a council 
worker on the Spanish is-
land of Ibiza, was one of the 
few in her neighborhood 
who pressed ahead with 
a plan to install 12 solar 
panels on her farmhouse 
in June: “If I had not been 

working and did not have 
the stability of a salary 
every month, I definitely 
wouldn’t have done it.”
A housing estate with solar 
panels in Duesseldorf, Ger-
many. European firms are 
offering innovative finance 
plans to entice wary clients 
amid rising job insecurity. 
(AFP) By contrast, large-
scale solar installations that 
power the grid have fared 
relatively well. Wood Mac-
kenzie trimmed its forecast 

by less than 10 percent for 
Europe and barely touched 
its US outlook as rock-bot-
tom prices, subsidies and 
government mandates 
helped insulate larger pro-
jects from the pandemic. 
In the US, the third biggest 
rooftop solar market after 
China and Japan, about 80 
percent of the 100,000 job 
losses in the solar sector 
so far have been at rooftop 
installers, the Solar Energy 
Industries Association said.

Many of the staff who were 
not laid off, however, began 
to focus on one of the indus-
try’s most persistent chal-
lenges: How to cut the cost 
of identifying homeowners 
with suitable roofs, and 
then persuading them to 
buy panels, executives said.
Leading US installers Sun-
Power Corp., Vivint Solar 
Inc. and Sunrun Inc. said 
that reassured potential 
clients worried about the 
virus. It also cut the cost of 
acquiring customers, which 
Wood Mackenzie puts at 
nearly $4,000, or 22 per-
cent of the average $18,000 
cost of a US system.
Normally reliant on door-
to-door visits, an effective 
but expensive sales tactic, 
Vivint trained hundreds of 
salespeople to canvass by 
phone as its sales slumped 
60 percent following state 
lockdowns, CEO David By-

water said.
By early May, sales were 
down only 30 percent. “It 
was a radical shift,” said 
Bywater, adding that it had 
hastened Vivint’s plan to 
diversify sales strategies 
and cut costs: “I hope we 
never lose that and we ac-
celerate that.”
In fact, the strategy was so 
successful that larger rival 
Sunrun announced on July 
7 that it had agreed to buy 
Vivint in an all-stock deal 
valued at $3.2 billion, saving 
$90 million a year and creat-
ing a solar player with half a 
million customers.
Sunrun bought Vivint be-
cause of its focus on direct 
selling, a model Sunrun 
CEO Lynn Jurich said had 
become even more durable 
during the COVID-19 pan-
demic: “Both companies 
are delivering above where 
we expected.”

Holder says 
Ben Stokes 
rivalry will 
continue

SOUTHAMTON: West In-
dies captain Jason Holder 
says his rivalry with Eng-
land’s Ben Stokes will con-
tinue throughout the series 
after dismissing him on the 
second day of the first Test.
Holder took 6-42 to help 
bowl England out for 204 at 
Southampton.
“It was good to get his wick-
et and hopefully I can get it 
a few more times,” Holder 
told media. “I’m sure we’ll 
have a good rivalry over 
these next couple of weeks, 
as we’ve had in the past.” 
West Indies reached 57-1 - 
trailing by 147 - before bad 
light ended play early. Hold-
er is ranked as the number 
one all-rounder in Test crick-
et, one place above Stokes, 
who in April was named as 
Wisden’s leading cricketer 
in the world.
“He’s a competitor, a real-
ly good cricketer,” Holder 
said. “I’m sure he’ll be in 
my face when we come to 
bat.” The wicket of Stokes - 
caught behind for 43 - was 
Holder’s first in a burst of 
3-1 in 14 deliveries as he 
claimed his sixth five-wick-
et haul in 10 Tests. “It feels 
good,” Holder said. “It’s a 
proud moment to take six 
wickets against England.
“I really want to make some 
runs. My Test is far from 
over. I still have a massive 
contribution to make with 
the bat.” With the weather 
set to improve on Friday, 
West Indies could have bet-
ter batting conditions. 

Noah Lyles: 
200m ‘world 

record’ 
ruled out

CALIFORNIA: American 
Noah Lyles briefly appeared 
to have set an astonishing 
new 200m world record of 
18.90 seconds in the Inspi-
ration Games, before it was 
revealed he ran only 185m.
Lyles’ time would have oblit-
erated the 19.19-second 
mark set by Jamaican great 
Usain Bolt back in 2009.
Given Lyles’ personal best 
is 19.50 and he was running 
into a strong headwind, the 
time was immediately chal-
lenged. 
“That cannot be right!” 
said commentator Steve 
Cram. “Even he has got 
his hands in the air won-
dering what is going on!” 
Around five minutes later 
Cram revealed world cham-
pion Lyles, running on his 
own in Florida, had started 
from the wrong lane and 
run 15m less than his ri-
vals at other tracks. Lyles, 
22, tweeted afterwards: 
“You can’t be playing with 
my emotions like this....”
The farcical ending to one of 
the event’s headline races 
will be a major embarrass-
ment to Inspiration Games 
organisers, who banked on 
television and timing tech-
nology to make a major in-
ternational athletics event 
possible despite the restric-
tions of coronavirus.

PL confirms 
wrong 

decisions

LONDON: Incorrect penal-
ty decisions were made by 
the video assistant referee 
in all three of Thursday’s 
games, the Premier League 
has told BBC Match of the 
Day. Bruno Fernandes won 
a spot-kick which he scored 
in Manchester United’s 3-0 
win over Aston Villa.
James Ward-Prowse hit the 
bar after a disputed penalty 
as Southampton drew 1-1 
with Everton. And Totten-
ham should have had a pen-
alty for a Joshua King shove 
on Harry Kane in a 0-0 draw 
with Bournemouth.
The Premier League con-
firmed United and South-
ampton should not have 
been given penalties, but 
Tottenham should have 
been awarded one. Former 
Everton midfielder Tim 
Cahill, a Match of the Day 
pundit, said a former player 
should be involved to work 
alongside the VAR officials 
at Stockley Park.
“I think that would really 
help them, to understand 
the movements,” the for-
mer Australia international 
said. “When a player falls to 
buy a penalty you can feel it. 
It must need a player there 
to give advice on what the 
player is doing. “They’re 
there to make the big deci-
sions and they can’t do it. 
It’s really disappointing.”

Ronaldo may 
face Real Madrid 
in Quarter Final

PARIS: Barcelona and Bayern Munich will meet in a 
blockbuster Champions League quarter-final should 
both sides make it through, after Friday’s draw for 
the latter stages of the competition which will be 
played out in Lisbon in August following a long sus-
pension because of the coronavirus.
Barca and Bayern, who have each won five Europe-
an Cups, are hoping to be among the eight teams 
who will head to the Portuguese capital for a ‘Final 
Eight’ mini tournament behind closed doors, with 
the final on August 23 at Benfica’s Estadio da Luz.
Bayern, who won their eighth straight German Bun-
desliga title last month, already have one foot in the 
quarter-finals having won 3-0 away to Chelsea in the 
first leg of their last-16 tie in March, while Barcelo-
na have more work to do after a 1-1 draw with Napoli 
in the first leg in Italy.
“We all know what’s happened, but football is back 
now and we’re up for the Champions League cam-
paign,” Guillermo Amor, Barcelona’s director of in-
stitutional relations, told UEFA.com. “We’ve got a 
final to play against Napoli and we’re fully focused 
on ending the season the best way we can.” 
Meanwhile, if Manchester City can finish the job 
in their last-16 tie against record 13-time Europe-
an champions Real Madrid, Pep Guardiola’s team 
will go on to a quarter-final against either Juventus 
or Lyon. City won 2-1 in Madrid in the first leg in 
March and are well placed to advance to the mini 
tournament in Lisbon in what could be their last 
chance to win the coveted trophy for a while -- they 
are due to be banned from the Champions League 
for the next two seasons for breaches of Financial 
Fair Play rules, pending the outcome of an appeal to 
the Court of Arbitration for Sport.
Juventus must overturn a 1-0 deficit from the first 
leg of their last-16 tie against Lyon. Postponed in 
March as the pandemic took over, all remaining last 
16 second legs are due to be played on August 7 
and 8. The winners will advance to the Final Eight, 
which will be held as a unique straight knockout 
tournament in Lisbon due to the difficulties caused 
by the coronavirus. The draw threw up the possibili-
ty of a Clasico semi-final, with Barcelona and Madrid 
on a collision course to meet in the last four should 
both make it that far. – APP
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UAE to 

become first 
Arab country 

to launch 
Mars probe

DUBAI: The oil-rich United 
Arab Emirates which has 
developed its first nuclear 
power programme and sent 
a man to space, now plans 
to join another elite club 
by sending its first Mars 
probe. Only the United 
States, India, the former 
Soviet Union, and the Eu-
ropean Space Agency have 
successfully sent missions 
to orbit the Red Planet, 
while China is preparing to 
launch its first Mars rover 
later this month.
The UAE — a collection of 
sheikhdoms better known 
for its skyscrapers, palm-
shaped islands and mega 
attractions — is now pushing 
to join their ranks in what 
will be a first for the Arab 
world. It will mark the 50th 
anniversary of its unification 
with “Hope”, an unmanned 
spacecraft expected to 
reach its target in February 
after being launched on July 
15 from Japan’s Tanegashi-
ma Space Centre.
While the mission objective 
is to provide a comprehen-
sive image of the weather 
dynamics in Mars’ atmos-
phere and pave the way for 
scientific breakthroughs, 
the probe is a foundation 
for a much bigger goal — 
building a human settle-
ment on Mars within the 
next 100 years. Dubai has 
hired architects to imagine 
what a Martian city might 
look like and recreate it 
in its desert as “Science 
City”, at a cost of around 
500 million dirhams (135 
million dollars).

PNF trying 
to rope in 

foreign coach 
ISLAMABAD: With an eye 
on next year’s world cup, 
Pakistan Netball Feder-
ation (PNF) is trying to 
rope in a foreign coach to 
prepare the athletes for the 
all-important internation-
al event. “We’re in talks 
with some foreign coach-
es. Hopefully, we’ll be able 
to hire the services of the 
one by the end of ongoing 
year,” Mudassar Arain, 
president of the PNF told 
APP on Friday.
Pakistan men team has al-
ready earned a spot in the 
Netball World Cup after 
claiming silver medal in the 
Asian Netball Champion-
ship in 2018. The flagship 
event will take place in Aus-
tralia in October-Novem-
ber, next year. 
Although Arain did not 
reveal the names of the 
coaches with whom the 
PNF top brass was in talks, 
he tilted his support in fa-
vour of a female Australian 
coach. “We’d a very good 
experience with an Aus-
tralian woman coach in 
the past. Nothing can be 
said with sure at this time 
as who will be our foreign 
coach, but I personally be-
lieve an Australian woman 
coach has very good cre-
dentials for that. She can 
better prepare our team for 
the mega event”, Arain add-
ed. – APP

Leclerc 
warned after 

breaking 
virus protocol
SPIELBERG: Charles 
Leclerc escaped with a 
warning after breaking 
Formula One’s strict coro-
navirus protocol by flying 
home to Monaco for three 
days this week. The Ferra-
ri driver was pictured on 
social media socializing 
with friends outside his 
designated ‘bubble’ in the 
short break between last 
Sunday’s season-opening 
Austrian Grand Prix and 
this week’s Styrian event 
at Spielberg.
A spokesperson for the 
sport’s ruling body, the In-
ternational Motoring Fed-
eration (FIA), said: “Fer-
rari have been issued with 
a reminder and warned 
that any further breaches 
of the COVID-19 Code of 
Conduct could be referred 
to the stewards.”
Leclerc, who finished 
second behind Mercedes’ 
Valtteri Bottas in last Sun-
day’s race, said he had 
undergone two negative 
tests after going home to 
Monaco. Bottas, who also 
travelled back to Monaco, 
said he had not gone out-
side his bubble. – APP

SEOUL: The powerful sis-
ter of North Korean leader 
Kim Jong Un said Friday 
there was “no need” for 
another summit with the 
United States unless Wash-
ington offered a “decisive 
change” in approach.
Kim and US President Don-
ald Trump first met in Singa-
pore two years ago but talks 
over Pyongyang’s nuclear 
arsenal have been stalled 
since their Hanoi summit 
collapsed in early 2019 
over what the North would 
be willing to give up in ex-
change for sanctions relief.
Trump said this week 
he would “certainly” 
meet with Kim again “if 

I thought it was going to 
be helpful,” after specula-
tion that he might pursue 
another summit if it could 
help his re-election chanc-
es in November.
But in a statement carried 
by the official Korean Cen-
tral News Agency, Kim Yo 
Jong — who has emerged 
as one of her brother’s 
closest advisers — said: 
“There is no need for us 
to sit across with the US 
right now.”
If a summit was held, she 
said, “it is too obvious that 
it will only be used as bor-
ing boasting coming from 
someone’s pride.”
Denuclearization, she add-
ed, was “not possible at 
this point,” and could only 
happen alongside parallel 

“irreversible simultaneous 
major steps” by the other 
side — which she empha-
sized did not refer to sanc-
tions lifting.
She did not go into specif-
ics, but Washington sta-
tions 28,500 troops in the 
South to defend it against 
its neighbor, and has a 
range of military assets in 
Japan and the wider Pacif-
ic region.
Pyongyang insists that it 
needs its nuclear arsenal 
to deter against a possible 
US invasion.
Kim Yo Jong’s statement 
was only her personal 
view, she said, but the 
lengthy declaration ap-
peared intended to send 
multiple messages.
She said she had watched 

the July 4 Independence 
Day celebrations in the US 
on television and had been 
given permission by her 
brother to “personally ob-
tain, for sure, the DVD of 
the celebrations ... in the 
future.”
Her brother had “entrust-
ed me with conveying his 
wishes to President Trump 
that he would certainly 
achieve great successes in 
his work,” she added.
Kim Jong Un declared in 
December an end to mor-
atoriums on nuclear and 
ballistic missile tests, and 
Pyongyang has repeated-
ly said it has no intention 
to continue talks unless 
Washington drops what it 
describes as “hostile” pol-
icies toward the North.

Kim’s sister says ‘no need’ for 
another US- North Korea summit

ISLAMABAD: Former Skip-
per Muhammad Yousuf 
believes Pakistani bowlers 
can challenge the English 
batsmen, saying this was a 
good opportunity for play-
ers to make a name for 
themselves.
“Pakistan’s bowling attack 
is very good. Mohammad 
Abbas has done well in the 
past, even on dead pitches 
in UAE. Shaheen Afridi 
is consistently improving, 
while Naseem Shah, despite 
being young, has started his 
career on a high,” cricketpa-
kistan.com.pk quoted him 
as saying.
Pakistan was scheduled to 
take on England in three 
Tests and as many Twen-
ty20s, which would be 
played from August 5 to 
September 1.
Old Trafford, Manchester, 
would host the first Test of 
the series starting from Au-
gust 5. The final two Tests 
would be played at the Rose 
Bowl, Southampton, from 
August 13 and August 21.

The three T20s would take 
place at Old Trafford on Au-
gust 28, August 30 and the 
final match of the tour on 
September 1.
He said Shaheen and Na-
seem can both hit the 150 
kph mark, which would 
come in handy. “Abbas is 
slightly on the slower side 
but he makes the ball talk 
through his immaculate line 
and length. This is a good 
opportunity for players 
to make a name for them-
selves because scoring runs 

in England is not an easy 
task by any stretch of the 
imagination,” he said.
He also considers Eng-
land’s pace bowling attack 
as major threat, ahead of 
the series. “England has a 
very good bowling attack 
with the likes of James An-
derson, Stuart Broad, Jofra 
Archer, Mark Wood and 
Chris Woakes. Anderson 
will be major threat as he 
has close to 600 Test wick-
ets and if the conditions 
favour him, he will be very 

tough to handle,” he said.
Yousuf pinned high hopes 
on rookie batsman Haider 
Ali saying he wants him to 
perform like limited-overs 
skipper, Babar Azam across 
all formats.
“Haider is a young player 
and everybody is talking 
about him. I hope he starts 
performing, in all three for-
mats, like Babar Azam and 
become one of the top bats-
men in the world,” Yousuf 
said.
Yousuf also spoke about 
the importance of scoring 
runs in England, as far as 
the Men in Green batsmen 
were concerned.
“Babar has performed re-
ally well in the recent past 
and all eyes will be on him. 
He has kept himself fit and 
always seems focused on 
the field” he said. Asad 
Shafiq and Azhar Ali have 
also scored runs in Eng-
land, during previous tours, 
and hopefully they will do 
the same this time around,” 
he said. – APP

BEIJING: Police in Hong 
Kong have arrested seven 
people for “assisting” a man 
suspected of stabbing a po-
lice officer during a protest 
against China’s new national 
security law for the city.
Authorities arrested five 
men and two women, aged 
between 24 and 71, on sus-
picion of offences including 
helping the suspect buy an 
air ticket and arrange trans-
portation to the airport, po-
lice said at a press briefing 
on Friday. “We do not rule 
out the possibility that more 
people will be arrested 
afterwards,” said Yau Kin-
hung, a senior police officer.
The stabbing took place 
during a July 1 protest, 
hours after the law - which 
bans secession, subversion, 
terrorism and collusion 
with foreign forces - came 
into effect. Hong Kong 
police posted images on 
Twitter of the officer with a 
bleeding arm saying he was 
stabbed by “rioters holding 
sharp objects”.

Biden unveils 
$700 billion 

recovery plan
DUNMORE (US): Joe Bid-
en unveiled a $700 billion 
plan Thursday to create jobs 
and invest in new technolo-
gies in an aggressive chal-
lenge to President Donald 
Trump on economic policy, 
as the warring sides clashed 
in key election battleground 
Pennsylvania. The Demo-
cratic challenger presented 
his sweeping “Build Back 
Better” proposal, a contrast 
to Trump’s “America first” 
agenda, during a speech at a 
metalworks plant in a swing 
state critical to either candi-
date’s victory in November.
Vice President Mike Pence 
was simultaneously barn-
storming Pennsylvania, de-
fending his boss’s handling 
of the coronavirus pandem-
ic and assuring voters that 
Trump was best qualified to 
revive the sputtering econo-
my. Biden’s manufacturing 
and innovation plan aims to 
bring back positions lost dur-
ing the coronavirus pandem-
ic, and create more than five 
million new jobs by investing 
in domestic production and 
research and shrinking for-
eign supply chains. 
The multi-pronged approach 
also tightens “Buy America” 
guidelines, promotes new tax 
rules including hiking the cor-
porate tax rate to 28 percent 
from 21 percent, and expands 
union access to empower 
American workers. – APP

Britain urges 
Houthis to 
allow oil 

tanker access 
LONDON: The UK urged the 
Houthi militia to allow UN in-
spectors access to a derelict 
tanker and remove the oil it 
contains on Thursday. FSO 
Safer has been moored 7 km 
off the coast of Yemen since 
1988 and fell into the hands 
of the Houthis in March 2015.
The UK’s Foreign and 
Commonwealth Office said 
the 1.14 million barrels of 
oil onboard could leak into 
the Red Sea “if nothing is 
done” and that the tanker is 
an “environmental disaster 
waiting to happen.”
The Houthis have actively 
prevented international en-
gineers from boarding FSO 
Safer to carry out essential 
repairs. There are fears that 
the oil it contains will start to 
seep out as the vessel’s con-
dition deteriorates. – APP

Seoul’s mayor 
found dead

SEOUL: The mayor of 
Seoul -- considered the sec-
ond-most powerful official 
in South Korea -- has been 
found dead on a mountain-
side within the capital city.
Park Won-soon’s body was 
found on Bukak mountain in 
Seoul’s Seongbuk-gu neigh-
borhood, just after midnight 
on Friday local time. The 
area is very close to his offi-
cial residence in Jongno-gu.
Police did not reveal how the 
mayor died, in order to pro-
tect his privacy, but they have 
ruled out foul play. No suicide 
note was left behind, and his 
belongings were found near-
by, said Choi Ik-soo, an official 
at Seoul Metropolitan Police 
Agency’s Crime department, 
during a briefing on Friday.

Speaking at a European 
Parliament session called 
by the conservative Euro-
pean People’s Party, Bor-
rell said: “Turkey is an im-
portant partner, candidate 
country, and a NATO ally. 
The current negative trend 
in our relations needs to be 
stopped and reversed.” 
Borrell said he recently 
visited Turkey after visiting 
Greece and the Greek Cyp-
riot administration, adding 
that “stability and security 
in the Mediterranean re-
quires collective engage-
ment.”
Conflicts in Syria and Libya 
directly affecting the secu-
rity and interests of EU in 
terms of terrorism, migra-
tion, and political stability 
in the region, he added.
Borrell said Turkey and EU 
have had some important 
disagreements over Syria, 
as EU members opposed 
Turkey’s anti-terror opera-
tion Peace Spring in Octo-
ber 2019.
“Yet we must also knowl-
edge where our interest 
coincide [with Turkey]. 

Turkey has been showing 
solidarity and generosity to-
wards more than 3.5 million 
Syrian refugees, and has 
supplied cross border and 
humanitarian assistance,” 
he stressed.
“In the eastern Mediter-
ranean Turkey has been 
showing a warden assertive-
ness,”Borrell said, adding 

they are ready to work with 
Ankara for a political solu-
tion in Libya.
The high representative 
also stated that they are 
committed to implement 
UN arms embargo to Libya.
“Dynamics of retaliation 
does not make the Medi-
terranean a more secure 
and stable zone. This will 

only be achieved through 
dialogue and negotiations 
where discrepancies exist,” 
he also said.
For his part, Nacho Sanchez 
Amor, the EU Parliament’s 
Turkey rapporteur, said Tur-
key-EU relations have been 
through a difficult period.
He said there is a lack of 
trust that affects the basis 

of bilateral relations, add-
ing that EU member states 
should stand with Greece 
and the Greek Cypriot ad-
ministration.
Manfred Weber, chairman 
of the European People’s 
Party, said they have called 
the session to raise their 
concerns about recent de-
velopments in the Mediter-

ranean.
He said, problems between 
Turkey, Greece and the 
Greek Cypriot administra-
tion are not only affecting 
these countries but the 
whole European Union.
Weber argued that it is 
wrong to continue mem-
bership talks with Turkey 
under these conditions.

US-Cyprus 
to conduct 

military 
training

NICOSIA: The United 
States has said it will con-
duct military training with 
the Republic of Cyprus for 
the first time, drawing crit-
icism from its NATO ally, 
Turkey. The announcement 
came months after the US 
Congress late last year end-
ed an arms embargo on the 
entire island, imposed in 
1987 to prevent an arms 
race and encourage a peace-
ful settlement in one of the 
world’s most enduring fro-
zen conflicts.
Cyprus has been divided 
since 1974 when Turkish 
troops seized its northern 
third in response to an Ath-
ens-inspired Greek Cypriot 
coup aimed at uniting the 
eastern Mediterranean is-
land with Greece. Seeds of 
conflict were sown earlier, 
prompting the dispatch of a 
United Nations peacekeep-
ing mission in 1964.
Turkey still maintains tens 
of thousands of soldiers on 
the island’s north, which in 
1983 declared itself to be a 
republic and is recognised 
only by Ankara.
Greek Cypriots are run-
ning the internationally 
recognised Republic of 
Cyprus, a European Union 
member, while UN peace-
keeping forces still patrol 
the so-called “Green Line” 
- a 180km (112 miles) buffer 
zone between the Turkish 
Cypriot north and the Greek 
Cypriot south.

JEDDAH: The Saudi-led military 
coalition fighting the Houthi 
group in Yemen has destroyed two 
explosive-laden boats in the Red 
Sea on Thursday, the coalition’s 
spokesperson said.
The two remotely controlled 
boats belonged to Houthi forces 
and were threatening navigation, 
according to the spokesperson’s 
statement carried on Saudi state 
news agency SPA.

The boats were destroyed 6km 
(3.7 miles) south of the Yemeni 
port of Salif.
Arabic media cited a spokesman 
for the Saudi-led coalition, Turki 
al-Malki, as saying the Houthis’ 
boats had posed an “imminent 
threat to sea lines of communica-
tion, international trade and re-
gional and international security”.
“[The boats] were prepared to 
imminently execute hostile and 
terrorist actions in the Bab Al 
Mandab Strait and Southern Red 
Sea,” said al-Maliki.

Al-Maliki added the operation 
had not violated recently agreed 
ceasefire deals, and “all precau-
tionary measures” were taken to 
protect civilians. However, Yahya 
Sarea, a Houthi armed forces a 
spokesperson, said on Twitter 
the boats were civilian vessels 
and called the coalition attack a 
‘major aggression’ which violat-
ed the Stockholm peace deal, a 
UN-brokered agreement reached 
in December 2018.
The latest developments come 
after the kingdom announced the 

start of a new military operation 
in Yemen earlier this month, with 
fighter jets belonging to the Sau-
di-led coalition launching dozens 
of air raids on several Yemeni 
provinces. Saudi television report-
ed at the time the coalition had 
begun a military push against the 
Houthis after the group stepped 
up cross-border missile and drone 
attacks on the kingdom.
The Houthis denounced the air 
raids and pledged to continue 
military operations inside Saudi 
Arabia, as Houthi-run Al Masirah 

Media Network reported air raids 
on the capital, Sanaa, as well as 
Marib, al-Jouf, al-Bayda, Hajjah 
and Saada provinces.
Last year, Saudi Arabia was tar-
geted with dozens of attacks us-
ing ballistic missiles and drones, 
including a devastating assault on 
two facilities of oil giant Saudi Ara-
mco that temporarily knocked out 
half the kingdom’s crude output.

Sudan PM Abdalla 
replaces ministers 

KHARTOUM: Sudan’s prime minister has replaced the 
finance, foreign, energy and health ministers and three 
other senior cabinet post-holders as part of a sweeping 
reshuffle, the government said on Thursday. Authorities 
had said a reshuffle was coming, but few had expected 
the exit of Ibrahim al-Badawi, who as finance minister 
led efforts to steady Sudan’s crisis-stricken economy 
and liaised with foreign donors.
In a statement, the government said transitional Prime 
Minister Abdalla Hamdok had dismissed the health min-
ister and accepted the resignation of al-Badawi and the 
others. It named interim replacements to lead all seven 
ministries. Sudan protesters return to streets to demand 
more reforms (2:38) Hamdok leads a government of tech-
nocrats under a 39-month power-sharing agreement be-
tween the military and civilian groups that was reached 
following the removal of the country’s longtime ruler 
Omar al-Bashir last year.
Al-Badawi’s interim replacement will be Heba Ahmed Ali, 
a senior finance ministry official, the government state-
ment said. The reshuffle comes nine days after one per-
son was killed and several others injured during largely 
peaceful demonstrations in Sudan demanding faster re-
form and greater civilian rule in the country’s transition 
towards democracy.
Tens of thousands of protesters took to the streets in 
Sudanese cities despite a coronavirus lockdown to de-
mand a transition towards democracy after al-Bashir’s 
removal last year. Al Jazeera’s Hiba Morgan, reporting 
from Khartoum, said the transitional government had 
come under increased pressure in recent months over 
its handling of the country’s coronavirus outbreak and 
economic conditions. – DNA
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BEIJING: The United States 
on Thursday imposed sanc-
tions on Chen Quanguo, a 
member of China's powerful 
Politburo, and three other 
senior officials, accusing 
them of serious human 
rights abuses against the 
Uighur Muslim minority 
in a move likely to further 
increase tensions between 
Washington and Beijing.
Chen is the Communist 
Party Secretary in the far 
western region of Xinjiang, 
where the UN estimates 
about one million Uighurs 
have been detained in re-ed-
ucation camps that China 
describes as vocational skills 
training centres necessary 

to combat "extremism".
He is the most senior Chi-
nese official ever to have 
been blacklisted by the US.
"The United States calls 
upon the world to stand 
against the CCP's acts 
against its own minority 
communities in Xinjiang, 
including mass arbitrary 
detention, forced labour, 
religious persecution, 
and forced birth control 
and sterilisation," a White 
House official told report-
ers, saying the blacklisting 
was "no joke". The Chinese 
embassy in Washington did 
not immediately respond to 
a Reuters news agency re-
quest for comment.
The sanctions were imposed 
under the Global Magnitsky 
Act, a law that allows the US 

government to target human 
rights violators around the 
world with freezes on any 
US assets, US travel bans 
and prohibitions on Amer-
icans doing business with 
them. The other officials 
targeted are Zhu Hailun, a 
former deputy party sec-
retary in Xinjiang; Wang 
Mingshan, the director and 
Communist Party secretary 
of the Xinjiang Public Securi-
ty Bureau; and former party 
secretary of the bureau Huo 
Liujun.
US Secretary of State Mike 
Pompeo said he was also 
imposing further visa re-
strictions on Chen, Zhu, and 
Wang, barring them and their 
immediate family from the 
United States. The US Treas-
ury Department said Chen 

implemented "a comprehen-
sive surveillance, detention, 
and indoctrination program 
in Xinjiang, targeting Uighurs 
and other ethnic minorities" 
through the Xinjiang Public 
Security Bureau.
Chen was born in the rural, 
central province of Henan 
and rose quickly within the 
Communist Party, accord-
ing to research by Adrian 
Zenz and James Leibold 
published by the Jamestown 
Foundation. He took control 
in Tibet in 2011 developing 
an extensive network of po-
lice surveillance and control 
to quell unrest and restore 
stability. Chen moved to Xin-
jiang in 2016, 'accomplishing 
in a single year what took 
him five years in Tibet," the 
researchers wrote.

Pentagon chief confirms 
Russian bounty reports

WASHINGTON: Secretary 
of Defense Mark Esper 
confirmed Thursday that he 
had been briefed on infor-
mation regarding Russian 
payments to the Taliban, 
seemingly acknowledging 
that Russia’s support for 
the militant group in Af-
ghanistan is not a “hoax,” 
as President Donald Trump 
has claimed. However, Es-
per also made clear that he 
has not seen intelligence 
that corroborates claims 
that American troops were 
killed as a result of the 
“bounty” payments, walk-
ing a delicate line between 
acknowledging a well-known 
threat and potentially clash-
ing with the President.
Esper’s comments came 
during a long-awaited ap-
pearance before the House 
Armed Services Commit-

tee, where lawmakers had 
their first opportunity to 
ask the defense secretary 
and Chairman of the Joint 
Chiefs of Staff Gen. Mark 
Milley about their knowl-
edge of intelligence on Rus-
sia offering bounties to the 
Taliban for killing US troops 
in Afghanistan.
It was clear that both men 
attempted to carefully navi-
gate questions from lawmak-
ers, but Esper admitted ex-
ercising particular caution 
while addressing inquiries 
about whether he had been 
briefed on the matter and 
when. Responding to a very 
narrow line of questioning 
from Rep. Mike Turner, an 
Ohio Republican, Esper ini-
tially told lawmakers that he 
did not recall a briefing that 
included the word “bounty,” 
but less than an hour later 
he clarified that answer 
when pressed by a Demo-
cratic member of the panel.

Chinese 
officials warn 
of 'unknown 
pneumonia'

NUR SULTAN: A new "un-
known pneumonia" that is 
potentially deadlier than 
the novel coronavirus has 
reportedly killed more than 
1,700 people this year in 
the Central Asian country of 
Kazakhstan, according to a 
warning issued by Chinese 
officials Thursday.

China to hit US with 
‘reciprocal measures’
BEIJING: China said 
Friday it will impose tit-
for-tat measures on US 
institutions and individ-
uals who “behave badly” 
on Xinjiang-related issues 
after Washington slapped 
sanctions on Chinese offi-
cials over a crackdown on 
Uighurs and other Turkic 
Muslims in the region.
The Chinese response

“In response to the wrong 
actions of the US, China 
has decided to impose re-
ciprocal measures against 
the relevant US insti-
tutions and individuals 
who behave badly on Xin-
jiang-related issues,” Zhao 
said without providing de-
tails about the sanctions.

“The friendly and broth-
erly lasting relations be-
tween two countries imply 
that Iran interpret the 
security of Pakistan as its 
own security and strongly 

condemns and rejects any 
effort to destabilize this 
country,” noted Ambassa-
dor Hosseini.
He said as repeatedly men-
tioned in high military and 
security bilateral meet-
ings, Iran has ultimate 
readiness to cooperate 
with their Pakistani broth-
ers for eliminating any se-
curity threat in common 
borders.

US Supreme Court 
rejects argument

WASHINGTON (DNA): 
The United States Su-
preme Court rebuffed Pres-
ident Trump's arguments 
of sweeping presidential 
immunity, ruling that a New 
York prosecutor can obtain 
his financial records as "the 
public had a right to every 
man's evidence".
However, the order prevent-
ed - at least for now - Dem-
ocratic-led House of Repre-
sentatives committees from 
getting similar documents.
The twin 7-2 rulings au-
thored by conservative 
Chief Justice John Roberts 

marks another milestone in 
Trump’s tumultuous presi-
dency and in the short term 
prevent details of his financ-
es from becoming public 
because lower courts must 
resolve lingering issues.
The businessman-turned 
politician, seeking re-elec-
tion on Nov. 3, has fought 
tenaciously to keep his tax 
returns and other elements 
of his finances secret - and 
the rulings spare him of 
any major revelation at a 
sensitive time. But looking 
further ahead, Trump fac-
es possible future criminal 
prosecution in his native 
New York, perhaps after he 
leaves office.

IMF, WB to hold fall 
meetings virtually

WASHINGTON: The IMF and World Bank Group an-
nounced Thursday that their annual fall meetings will be 
mostly virtual  due to the coronavirus pandemic.
"As we continue to monitor the situation of COVID-19 
around the world, and given the ongoing health concerns 
related to the pandemic, the Managements of the IMF and 
World Bank Group recommend that the 2020 IMF-World 
Bank Annual Meetings, to take place in the week of October 
12-18, be held in a primarily virtual format this year," the 
two organizations said in a joint statement.
IMF chief Kristalina Georgieva and WBG president David 
Malpass said they will be "flexible with the format of the 
meetings in light of developments."
"Our goal is to serve our membership effectively while 
ensuring the health and safety of Annual Meetings' partici-
pants, staff, and the local community in the Washington DC 
area," they said in the statement. – DNA

ML-1 track will help 
control railways

ISLAMABAD: Minister for 
Railways Sheikh Rashid 
Ahmed says Main Line-1 
track will help control rail-
ways accidents and gener-
ate jobs for hundreds and 
thousands of youth. Ad-
dressing a news conference 
in Islamabad on Friday, he 
said Executive Committee 
of National Economic Coun-
cil will likely to approve 
ML-1 project this month.
He said it will be a crossing

The Minister said ML-1 is a 
revolutionary project to be 
completed by the PTI gov-
ernment and will revamp the 
entire structure of Pakistan 
Railways. He said 10 percent 
of technical staff like engi-
neers will come from China, 
while rest of the work force 
will be from Pakistan to ac-
complish this project.

ISLAMABAD: Pakistan 
has overtaken Italy when 
it comes to the number of 
COVID-19 cases reported 
in the country, becoming 
the 11th worst-affected 
country by the pandemic, 
data from the John Hop-
kins University revealed 
on Friday.
According to the NCOC, 
the number of positive cas-
es in the country jumped 
to 243,599 after 2,751 
cases were reported on 
Thursday. On the other 
hand, Italy’s positive cas-
es stand at 242,363 as per 
data from the university's 
resource center. 
Pakistan reported 75 
deaths over the past 24 
hours, taking the nation’s 
COVID-19 death toll past 
the 5,000 mark. According 
to the NCOC, currently, 
the total number of people 
who have succumbed to 
the virus stand at 5,058.
